THE BAROQUE JEWEL 
 
 
 
VILNIUS - is built at the confluence of the Neris and Vilnia rivers and surrounded by 
picturesque wooden hills. Vilnius was first mention ed in 1323, when the Grand Duke of 
Lithuania proclaimed it the capital of the country and urged merchants and craftsmen 
to visit it and settle here. Vilnius became one of the largest trades, industrial and 
cultural centers of the Europe in the 16th Century.  Houses, squares, and churches of 
Vilnius have a memory of the once powerful states a nd rulers.  
 
 It declined after Lithuania was formally united wi th Poland in 1569. Vilnius 
passed to Russia in 1795. After World War I the cit y was disputed between the new 
governments of Lithuania and Poland; the Poles won control of it in 1920. The USSR 
took Vilnius from Poland in 1939 and ceded it to Li thuania, only to annex all of Lithuania 
the following year. It is also worth to notice that  Vilnius was an important Jewish center 
of Eastern Europe until World War II. 
 
 The historical center of Vilnius, its 360-hectare old town, is among the largest in 
Eastern Europe and is a living museum of architectu re and is synonymous to Baroque. 
Among the most important sights are the St. Stanisl av’s Cathedral, The Peter and Paul 
Church, with “Gothic Corner” with the St. Anna’s Ch urch, the St. Bernadine’s Church 
and the St. Michael Church, the Old Jesuit Universi ty and the Gate of Dawn with the 
Madonna of Vilnius. In 1994, the old city was inclu ded on the UNESCO list of World 
Heritage Cities and in 1996, one of the European Un ion’s most prominent cultural road 
programs, “Baroque Road”, was launched in Vilnius. 
 
 Today, Vilnius is the center of the political, eco nomic and cultural life of the new 
Lithuania with a population of 600,000 inhabitants.  Since Lithuania’s independence, 
declared 1990, Vilnius has developed rapidly to an attractive and safe destination. The 
modern tourism infrastructure, vast business possib ilities and rich cultural ambiance 
make Vilnius a new and interesting destination for conferences, conventions and 
incentives.

The manual features our incentive and convention pr oducts, which have been 
developed in close practical cooperation with serio us European conference planners 
and incentive houses.

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VILNIUS – FACT SHEET 

 
Location : Vilnius is located on the banks of the Neris River, 300 km from the Baltic Sea, at 
54''N and 25'' E. Distance to Helsinki: 720 km, to Berlin: 850 km, to Moscow: 830 km. 
 
Climate : Temperate, annual average temperature: +7,5’C, Jan: -2,8' C, March: 1,4’ C, May: 
+10,2' C, July: +20,5' C, September: +13,9' C, November: +0,3' C. 
 
Inhabitants : 578.000, mainly Lithuanians (52,8%), Poles (19,2%) and Russians (19,1%) and 
Byelorussians (4,8 %), Jews (0,7%), others (3,4%). 
 
Language : Lithuanian, an Indo-European, non-Slavic and non-Germanic language, similar 
only to the Latvian language. Russian, English and German are widely spoken. 
 
Religion : Predominantly Roman Catholic, also Evangelical Lutheran and Russian Orthodox 
communities. 
 
Local time : GMT+2 hours, no daylight saving. 
 
Public holidays : January 1st (New Year's Day), February 16th (Independence Day), March 
23th (Easter), June 24th (Midsummer), July 6th (Day of Statehood), August 15th (Feast of 
Assumption), November 1st (All Saint’s Day ), December 25-26th (Christmas, winter solstice), 
December 31st (New Year's Eve). 
 
Currency : Litas, 1 litas = 100 centas. Coins in denominations of 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 centas and 
1, 2 and 5 litas. Banknotes in denominations of 10, 20, 50, 100, 200 and 500 litas. The litas is 
pegged to EUR at 1 EUR = 3,4528 LTL 
 
Credit cards : Major credits cards are accepted at hotels, restaurants, shops and the leading 
banks. 
 
Opening hours : Banking hours Monday-Friday 09.00AM-04.00PM, Saturday: 09.00AM- 
00.30PM. Shops are open Monday-Friday 09.00AM-07.00PM and Saturday 09.00AM- 
04.00PM. A number of supermarkets and exchange offices are operating around the clock. 
 
Telephone : IDD system is available at all hotels. Telephone cards are used in telephone 
automates; GSM and MNT net are in wide operation. 
 
Photo service : 1 hour photo service widely available 
 
Electricity : 220 volts AC, 50 hertz, European-style 2-pin plugs are in use. 
 
Taxi : Taxis outside up-market hotels charge according to the meter. Private taxis needed to 
be agreed upon the fare in advance. 
 
Visa: is not required by most nationalities or it can be obtained upon arrival at Vilnius Airport. 
 
Tax-free : Tax-free purchase is available in the airport upon departure. The shops have a 
reasonable choice of goods. Most goods are fairly priced. 
 
Airport : Vilnius Airport is situated 6 km from the city center. The airport has the capacity to 
receive large aircrafts.

You will examine zigs and zags, little swamps and the large ones, sandy slopes and 
clear waters, of course encounter a few lakes, but these are here only to keep your path-
finding skills alive. The length of the trip is about 28 kilometres. Nothing makes a better 
itinerary for a two-days trip. Expect to be totally cut away from any civilisation.
