The tour continues to Neo-Renaissance Muuga Manor  that was built in 1866-1872 in the orders of Carl 
Timoleon von Neff to keep his art collection. C.T.von Neff was the czar’s court painter, professor of St. 
Petersburg Art Academy and a conservator of the Ermitage. Entrance and tour in the manor. Transfer to 
Avanduse Manor , former home for Admiral Friedrich Benjamin Lütke , the President of Petersburg Science 
Academy and the Chairman of Russian Association of Geography. Transfer to Väike-Maarja. Lunch at Georgi 
Söögituba . Menu: 3- course meal with coffee/ tea, water. Transfer to 14th century Vao Tower  stronghold, 
entrance. The tour continues to Kiltsi Manor , that dates back to 14th-15th centuries and used to be home for 
sailor- explorer Adam Johann von Krusenstern , who led the first Russian journey around the world (1803-
1806) resulting from which he drew up "The Atlas of the South Sea" - the most precise set of sea maps of the 
Pacific until the beginning of the 20th century.
